So today when we hear the exciting adventures of Paul 

and Barnabas in the reading from the Acts of the Apostles 

we may wonder:  How can we answer the call from Jesus 

to “go out and preach to all nations”?

We can also 

match their zeal in our own witness to Christ, sharing our 

faith with others where appropriate. Let our attitude be 

that of the Good Shepherd, whose care for us is 

proclaimed in today’s Gospel.
