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THE COMMEMORATION OF ALL THE FAITHFUL DEPARTED 
(ALL SOUL’S DAY) 

1. The Priority of the Day 

All Souls' Day takes precedence over the 31st 
Sunday in Ordinary Time. Therefore, the liturgical 
Mass of the day shall be that of the 
Commemoration of All the Faithful Departed, and 
not the 31st Sunday in Ordinary Time. 

2. Gloria 

Although it falls on a Sunday (the Lord’s Day), and 
while we always live in the hope and promise of 
Christ’s Resurrection, All Souls' Day retains the 
character of commemoration, and is a day of 
dedicated supplication for the souls of the 
faithful departed. As such, the Roman Missal 
explicitly omits the Gloria in the Mass for this day. 

3. The Creed 
The Creed is said on Sundays and Solemnities. All 
Souls' Day is not a solemnity, but a day of 
commemoration. Hence, the Creed is omitted 
this Sunday. 

Throughout the month of November, we will be 
praying for those named in the book of 
Remembrance.
